technology careers. Students without the equivalent coursework

in the gateway to computer science graduate certificate (https://
bulletin.gwu.edu/engineering-applied-science/computer-science/
certificate-gateway-to-cs/) should consider completing that
certificate before entering the MS-ACS program.
